NSW Schools
Information Mailout

Kids Help Line is a free, national,
24 hour confidential telephone
counselling service for people 5
to 18 years old. It was established
by Boys Town National
Community Projects in 1991 and
since then has responded to
nearly 2,000,000 calls from kids
around the country. Today alone,
over 4,000 young people will call
to talk to talk to the professional
counsellors about their problems.

On June 10, Kids Help Line will
begin a phased resource mailout
to all government school students
throughout NSW.

Trevor Carlyon, Executive
Director of the service, believes
the mailout is the best way to
inform young people about the
telephone counselling service.
“Each package will include
brochures, stickers, cards and
posters for distribution to
students,” says Mr Carlyon.

Past research has indicated that
over half the callers to Kids Help
Line are referred by their friends

so “the mailout of information to
students appears to work,” says
Mr Carlyon.

Kids Help Line also collects
non-identifying information
about all calls. This data is
collated and a profile report is
produced which highlights and
identifies young people’s
concerns and issues.

A recently released report
indicates that over 30,000 young
people from NSW rang the
service last year. “As in previous
years,” said Mr Carlyon,
“interpersonal relationships were
the most common reason for
calling. Over 20% of calls taken
by the counsellors were about the
client’s wish to improve family -
relationships.”

Other main concerns of young
people were peer relationships,
child abuse, relationships with
partners, pregnancy,
homelessness, loneliness, sexual
activity, mental health and drug
use. These ten problems account
for over 71% of calls in NSW.

Mr Carlyon said that “all Kids
Help Line counsellors are
committed to encouraging young
people to develop a productive
relationship with parents,
teachers and other care-givers”.

QOur first Transition information
session for parents was on the
26th of May 1996, presented by
Ms Mariee Harrington from the
Department of School Education.
The parents were pleased with
the information provided as it
showed the clear future pathways
for their children. This session
gave an overview of the
Transition process and its benefit
to the students.

The parents were told about the
meeting schedules; people
involved in the planning process
of their childrens’ successful
integration into the comimunity;
seeking help from job agencies;
studying at TAFE and further
education for the School
Certificate.

A few parents have already
accepted the Transition Program
and are implementing it with
their children. The second
meeting was with the child,
parents, classroom teacher,

transition teacher and other
specialists who are involved in
planning of the future of the
child. The goals were negotiated
and each person in the meeting
came to know their roles and
worked out strategies to try to
achieve them in a period of six
months.

After six months there will be a
review meeting to follow up and
evaluate the outcomes. Usually all
the team members are active in
order to meet the needs of the
child as it shows the realistic
pathway and also motivates the
child. The child understands
his/her role, builds confidence
and knows where he/she is
heading in determining the
future.
