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I am writing this Principal’s Message
after just returning from a tour of
America during which time I visited
educational institutions in both
Washington DC and New York, and
attended an International Principals’
Conference in Boston. Although I
will be reporting in more detail at
future School Council and Staff
Meetings I would like to-assure the
school community that our
education system, and in particular,
its implementation at Cabramatta
High School compares most
favourably against American and
world standards.

Our school has continued o do well
at sport this year. In the Zone Cross
Country competition we were first in
the Girls’, second in Boys’ and only
just beaten into second place overall.
In the Zone Athletics we were second
overall with our 12 Years Boys’ Relay
Team and Don Qiang Zhang in the
16 Years Boys’ Shot Put going on to
the State finals.

Our Boy’s Volley Ball team again
made it to the State final where we
came 10th. As well our Chess Team
again progressed through to the State
finals and were beaten in the quarter
finals.

Next year for the first time the school
will be offering a number of two year
scholarships for students. These
scholarship will help to cover school
fees, school uniform, excursion and
other educational expenses. They will

be offered over two years to students’
beginning Years 7, 9 and 11 in 1998.
Students in Years 6, 8 and 10 in 1997

should apply.

QOur Vietnamese Dance group is
proving to be very popular in the
school community. We have been
asked on many occasions to perform
in public. This group has been highly
praised and are helping to maintain
the good image of our school. Special
thanks to Mrs Dang who has put so
much time into the training,
costumes and performances of the
group.

Congratulations to Angelina Draca
and Huoy Lim who competed so
well in the recent Fairfield Quota
Club Student of the Year Quest.
Furthermore, Huoy Lim and David
Ton were selected to participate in the

Sydney  Schools’  Constitutional
Convention at Parramatta City
Council. These students brought

credit to themselves, their families
and the school.

Year 12 have now completed their
Trial Higher School Certificate
examinations and are entering their
final weeks of school. Again we are
expecting some excellent results in
the HS.C. It is hoped that all
students perform to the best of their
ability and achieve the results they
deserve. We wish them well in their

final preparation.

Students from Cabramatta High
School have taken advantage of
inexpensive concerts at the Sydney
Opera House this year on no fewer
than ten occasions to date.

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The introduction of a second class for
students with special needs has
proven to be very successful and
indeed is a great asset to Cabramatta
High School. There are twenty seven
students in total, together with two
teachers and a teacher’s aide. It is
envisaged that an additional class be
created because of the increasing
learning needs of the students.

This unit helps students to
successfully prepare for future
integration into the community. The
program is different to that of the
mainstream classes. The emphasis is
not purely on academic performance,
it is directed towards living skills
which fulfill the individual needs of
the student for survival in today’s
society. In addition to learning
various skills, the students also show
interest in various subjects such as
art, craft and music.

These students have individual
programs ranging from basic reading
and writing skills, independent living
skills, post school programs and
transition to the work force. These
programs also include in-school work
experience, community work
experience, Enclave through
Transition, DSE and JSSTAFE Special
Education. Students involved in these
programs from Years 9 to 12 benefit as
they are able to obtain job
placements.

The students have also been on
various excursions, such as
Warragamba Dam, Taronga Zoo and

the Imax Theatre, and further
excursions will be planned relating to
classroom topics.

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KOREAN STUDIES WORKSHOP -
PROGRAM FOR EDUCATORS
‘SNAPSHOTS OF KOREA

Annyonghaseyo! Yoboseyo! Good
morning!/ Hello!

These are just a couple of words
I constantly heard, managed to
understand and used while
travelling throughout South
Korea earlier this year.

Why South Korea? Well 1 was
lucky enough to be selected to
represent Cabramatta High
School and NSW by participating
in the 1997 Juneffuly Korean
Studies Workshop Program.

The program involved delegations of educators
(school teachers and university academics) from
diverse countries such as Australia, New Zealand,
Tiji, Canada and the USA. Its main aims were o
reach out and establish ties between Korea and
countries of the Asia-Pacific Rim, to professionally
develop teachers’ understanding and knowledge of
Korea, to provide teachers with a knowledge base
and resources to further facilitate in the teaching and
Jearning of Korea/Asia within our schools and
universities.

This three week program was extremely well
co-ordinated by the staff of Rorea University and
proved to be most informative, challenging,
inspiring, memorable and stimulating. The first two
weeks were spent largely at Seoul’s Korea University,
where I and other participants attended 4 rigorous
schedule of lectures on a range of topics such as
Korean society and culture, language (Hangul),
history, science and technology, architecture,
geography, women and the family system,
inter-Korean relations/politics (relations between
North and South Korea), economy, literature and the
Korean Education system.

Korea University also organised and presented a
splendid program which introduced us to Korea's
traditional dance, song and musical culture, Seoul’s

- impressive and beautiful Ch’angduk Palace and
traditional Korean housing and food. We participated

in a traditional Korean Tea
Ceremony; visited a variety of
museums and art galleries that
house Korea's most treasured
ancient and modern art works
and artifacts. We were also
taken on a tour of Samsung
Electronics Company and
Posco — Korea’s Iron and Steel
Company in P'ohang. One of
. the most intense visits was to

view Ch'olwon’s Second
Tunnel — one of 4 tunnels recently discovered by
South Korea that was built by North Korea in
preparation for a possible invasion.

Another highlight was our opportunity to teach a
class of Korean students at Seoul’s Shin Il High
School. They were most enthusiastic about learning
about Australian culture, society and were curious
about us. They looked eagerly at photographs and
pictures which we provided them and they excitedly
accepted our gifts. This was a real learning
experience for me and themi

In the last week of the program, we were taken on 2
field trip into South Korea’s countryside which
extended our learning through seeing.

A highlight of this field trip was our visit to Haein-sa
Buddhist Temple to have a traditional Buddtist
dinner, in silence, with the monks. We then travelled
to Kyongju Kingdom (57BC—935AD). This city is a
showcase of national treasures, valuable antiques
and Buddhist culture.

While at Kyongju, we visited the royal Shilla tombs
and burial mounds which, in the ancient past
contained the Korean Shilla Dynasty’s kings and
queens. Archaeological excavations have yielded
about 10,000 treasures.

South Korea is a beautiful, bustling, fascinating place.
Its people are generous, humorous, friendly and
willing to go to great lengths to assist and please
their visitors. It is also a country undergoing
enormous political, economic, international and
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social change and its relationship with Australia is
becoming more established, especially as it is one of
Australia’s most important trading partners and our
second largest export market.

Studies of Asia deserves a status comparable with
studies of other nations and cultures traditionally
included in the school curriculum. Cabramatta High
has recently become a part of the DES’s ACCESS ASIA
program and is in the process of incorporating 2
greater study of Korea/Asia into many different
curriculum areas.

The aims of such curriculum change are to enable
our students to become more understanding,
knowledgeable of and empathetic towards a variety
of cultures; to understand the broad and complex
concept of “Asia” and recognise the diversity of Asia’s
people, societies, environments and cultures.
Furthermore, its aim is to understand the links

between Australia and Asia, particularly as Australia
redefines its geo-political, economic position and
identity in the continental Asia and Asia-Pacific
regions. We and our students must therefore develop
much more informed opinions about, and responses
to Asian events and issues.

The Korean Studies Workshop assauited all my
senses — tastes, touch, sounds, sights and smells! It
was a rare opportunity to learn about a society and
culture in such an experiential and direct way and it
has excited me about the opportunity to expand and
share my knowledge of Korea and Asia at large with
other colleagues in the teaching profession and with
our students.

As they say in Korea: Mannaso pan-gawoyo (I'm glad
to meet you) and Kamsa hamnida! (Goodbyet)
