From the start of Term III the school will
be running a Study Centre in the school
library from 3.15 p.m. to 5.15 p.m. on both
Wednesday and Thursday afternoons. This
will be an excellent opportunity for all
students who need extra help with their
homework or who need a quiet place to
study with the help of teachers. Students
from our local primary schools will also be
encouraged to attend. Students should
contact Mr Beuzeville in the library to
receive an application for parental
approval.

We have been contacting Year 6 in our
local ~ primary  schools  regarding
enrolments for Year 7 1999. It is hoped
that as a member of our school
community you would help to inform
parents of Year 6 students of the excellent
educational opportunities that our school
offers.

These educational ppportunities which the
school provides to assist students and
parents include: our recently established
study centre; scholarships for students in
all years; selective classes which challenge
students who want to excel; special
teachers to help students with literacy,

language or learning difficulties; English
classes for parents; an Intensive English
Centre for newly arrived students; talent
quest and Rock Eisteddfod performances;
facilities such as lecture theatre, tennis

Interested students
in Year 6 should see their Primary School
Principal.
