Constable C JRidley (Youth Liaison Officer, Cabramatta Police )
Addressed the meeting about the relationship of police and youth
in the area, youth problems and how they are dealt with by the
police.

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GARDEN

from Gardening Australia (ABC), 6th December

- presented by ZErry Coleby-Williams

We garden for many reasons, and behind the best
gardens is a clear vision. Here at Cabramatta High School
in western Sydney there is a brand new garden, with a
very special and very welcome vision for everyone,
everywhere.

The population at Cabramatta has been made up of
young people who come from countries where they
have lived through war and political turmoil. The school
counsellor, Elisabeth Pickering has had a long interest in
how to help traumatised young people The school
thought that a Peace Garden would be a place for healing
and reflection and for remembrance. The students who
built this garden represent thirty different ethnic groups,
and they work with their school counsellor to realise
their vision, a garden for peace.

The key landscape element is a dry riverbed in which
everyone at the school placed a pebble It symbolises our
life journey together. At the beginning of the garden is a
small bridge that represents the need to build
connections and to start healing personal trauma.
Flowing down the river are handmade peace stones
made by the students. The word "peace" is formed from
clay, with each individual stone in a language spoken by
one of the students.

Professor Stuart Reece from the Sydney Peace Foundation
officially opened the garden. Many of the different
religious leaders from the community were invited to
come and bless the garden. Over a thousand students
silently watched as the blessings were given, and this
stillness added a special spiritual dimension to the
garden.

As well as good design and practical gardening in mind,
each element of this garden is built with symbolism.
The original eucalyptus trees have been protected and
retained. There is a lilypily hedge to create a sense of
enclosure, Aloe vera is planted as a symbol of healing,
and young olives for reconciliation with rosemary for
remembrance,

The first stage of the garden is complete To begin the
second phase plants from different parts of the world are
planted; a Caffre lime from Indonesia, a Mexican agave,
myrtle from the Mediterranean and a Chinese ginger.

Students in this school have often come from very
difficult circumstances, and they come to Australia
seeking peace, and as a result they are very respectful of
their relations with each person that is in the school.
The garden unanimously means peace and harmony to
them.

A lot of negative media coverage of the outside
community has been generated by gang wars and drug
related offences, and the outside community needs to
know that the Cabramatta High School is a wonderful
model of multiculturalism at its best, where students
work together with tolerance giving a great sense of
unity to the school community.

For many people a garden is a refuge, and for many of
these students Australia is their refuge, for which they
have built a garden. "We can see many nations living as
one, we can feel the one water through our fingers and
together we can sing the songs of peace".
