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An excellent promotion for our school was the
launch of “Friends Through Film” on Thursday,
29th May, 2003 . The film, opened by the Premier
of NSW, Mr Bob Carr, highlighted the cultural
exchange between students from our school and
Davidson High School at Frenchs Forest. Apart
from the cultural experience the students learnt the
skills of filming, script writing, interviewing and
editing. Not only should we recognise the efforts of
our teachers, Ms Paras, Ms Schmidt and Ms Lam,
but also the contribution of Ms Michelle Fahy (film
producer and coordinator) and Ms Di Lee.

Another highlight of this term was the visit of Dr
Paul Brock, Director Strategic Research,
Department of Education and Training. Dr Brock,
who suffers from the terminal illness Motor
Neurone Disease, spoke to a school assembly of the
challenges he faces in his life and how he copes. It is
hoped that students will learn from Dr Brock's
experiences to overcome the challenges that they
face in their lives.

Recently twenty two of our students had a cultural
exchange with students from Parkes High, a
country school in NSW Central West. Students
were able to visit the famous Parkes Radio
Telescope, a large wheat storage depot and a farm.
Thanks to Mr and Mrs Kenny, and Ms Godwin
who supervised the students during their visit.

Congratulations to Ms Pacho on her appointment
as Head Teacher HSIE. Also, congratulations to Ms
Shchupak and Ms Duong (Special Education), Mr
Rubelj (PDHPE) and Ms Corrigan
(Administration) on their recent permanent
appointments to Cabramatta High School.

Already planning has begun for the 2004 school
year. Recently Year 6 students from the local
primary schools visited our school before they
made their selections for high school. All were
impressed with the educational opportunities that
our school provides.

Students in Year 6, Year 8 and Year 1 0 who wish to
apply for Cabramatta High School Talented
Student Scholarships over 2004 and 2005 should
obtain their applications from their Year Adviser or
myself. Year 6 students should return their
application by the end of July, Year 8 and Year 1 0
students should return their application by the end

of October. The scholarships are worth $300 per
year and are sponsored by Cabramatta Rugby
League Club.

A Parent/Teacher night for students in Years 1 1 and
1 2 was held on the 1 3 th May. It was pleasing to see
so many parents attending (8 0% of Year 1 2 and 76%
of Year 1 1 ) to receive their child' s report. Most took
the opportunity to talk with their child' s teachers.
Another Parent/Teacher night for Years 7 to 1 0 will
be held on Tuesday, 29th July. Parents who are
unable to attend these Parent/Teacher nights should
contact the school to arrange to collect their child' s
report. The school' s 2002 Annual Report was
presented at the school council meeting in June.
The report highlighted the school' s many
achievements in the arts, sport, welfare and
curriculum. As part of the ongoing review process
the school evaluated what it does, and planned
strategies for improvement. The Annual Report
detailed the excellent progress made by students
from the School Certificate to the Higher School
Certificate. It celebrated the school' s high student
attendance rates and retention from Year 1 0 to Year
1 2, both being above the state average. The school
reported on progress towards targets and indicated
the targets for 2003 as:

•  To increase student motivation and
participation in school;

•  To better meet the needs of gifted and
talented students;

•  To improve learning outcomes in speaking
and listening; and

•  To improve boys' learning outcomes,
participation rate in school programs and attitudes
towards school.

Every public school in the state completed an
Annual Report, the Department of Education and
Training undertook to post the report to all
families.

VALUES PROJECT (B Godwin)
Ms Godwin gave feedback on the values survey conducted at the last

school council meeting. Parents as a group felt the following:
ù  English and Mathematics were regarded as important preparation for

life.
ù  Preparation for life after school is important.
ù  Students must be good citizens and have a positive attitude to their

future and be happy.
ù  Good morals, manners and respect were regarded as the most

important area.
ù  Academic success was the second most important area.
ù  Students need to be pushed more to achieve learning outcomes.
ù  Students should gain productive employment after school and

contribute to society.
Many areas of emphasis were similar for parents, teachers and students.

In particular
ù  The role of education is highly valued, as is good citizenship.
ù  Students were more focussed on potential employment.
ù  Teachers placed slightly more emphasis on motivation.
ù  Cultural tolerance was seen as important.
ù  There was generally a high level of agreement between parents and

teachers.
ù  Students saw tertiary education as a key element in their future.
