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“W ho  A m  I? ”  C o m p e t i t io n

This term a competition was run within the school
called “Who am I?”. Students were asked to creatively
explore how they saw themselves as individuals. There
were different categories where students could write a
narrative, speech or poem; create an artwork, video or
power point presentation about themselves.

Students were to explore what influences their culture
had had on them, who had impacted their lives and
what kind of person they saw themselves as being.

There were a number of wonderful responses. Steven
Wong (Year 1 1 ) produced a witty, but highly technical
video on his sister, Kitty. Hemvalee Hemkraivuth (Year

1 1 ) drew a finely detailed representation in pencil of her
life, which included symbols and images from both
Thailand and Australia. Another Year 1 1 student,
Thanh Tue Nguyen explored her life through digital
imaging. Junior students also got involved. Both Jennifer
Vongphrachanh (Year 7) and Thin Tran (Year 8 ) did
representations of their lives on cardboard.

In the area of writing there were a variety of responses.
Tamara Dokic, of the IEC, wrote a sensitive piece about
her life, while Jing Fu Chen (Year 1 1 ) explored the
elements of respect within Khmer culture. Queenie
Trinh (Year 1 1 ) looked at the influences on her through
a speech.

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The English syllabus in NSW is in a state of
change. Already year 11 and 1 2 students have
experienced the new courses in Advanced,
Standard and English (ESL). This year in Stage 4
(Years 7 and 8) the new syllabus is being
implemented at Cabramatta High School. Students
so far have studied film as a text in Term 1 and
fiction in Term 2 .

As part of this new syllabus students are required
to deal more closely with visual texts. They are
not only required to analyze and respond to a
variety of visual texts, but also create
representations of texts they have studied in
class, or at home as part of wide reading
assignments.

This term, one class in year 8 (8ESL2 ) creatively
explored the fiction text “ Blueback”, by the
Australian author Tim Winton. In small groups
students worked co-operatively together to
produce visual representations of a number of
chapters in the book. After completing their
pictures on butchers paper, students had to write
a description of what it represented in the book.

One positive thing about this new syllabus is it
provides more opportunities in the classroom for
students with creative skills to express
themselves. In 2 005 , students in Stage 5 (Years 9
and 1 0) will trial the new syllabus for the first
time.
