GIFTED AND TALENTED STUDENTS Mr. Steinmetz told the meeting
that Cabramatta High School had many gifted and talented
students, not only academically, but in other areas such as drama,
arts and sport. The school had in place programs to meet the
needs of Gifted and Talented students. The school now had a

coordinated by Mr. Steinmetz.

WELFARE AND DESCIPLINE POLICIES - Ms Gooden and Ms
Landrigan. In response to last year's request, the school got
involved in Welfare and Discipline Policy. Currently the school
Welfare Committee headed by Janice and Kylie are interviewing
staff and students to improve the Welfare and Discipline in school.
Parents will be interviewed later for their contribution.

QUALITY TEACHING AND LEARNING Mr. Steinmetz advised the
meeting that the school target was to promote Quality Teaching
and Learning across all Key Learning Areas. The Quality Teaching
and Learning Program at CHS had been running for two years and
was to continue in 2005 and onwards.

Principal's report:

- Beth advised the meeting that every year the school had to
present to the DET the number of students enrolled at the school.
This was important as it determined how many teachers the
school received. This year the school numbers had increased
slightly to 1066 students. As a result the school was entitled to get
a new staff member.

- This year due to current teachers going on long service leave
and/or going part time, meant that the school had many new
teachers. The Language Faculty now had a new Japanese
Language Teacher. The school is also in the process of appointing
two new Head Teachers: Head Teacher English and Head Teacher
Support.

- The Staff and Students at Cabramatta High School are currently
involved in Tsunami Disaster Appeal with many ideas and projects
currently running at school.

- Recently an ex-student of Cabramatta High School had contacted
Beth through email. The student finished high school at CHS in
1983 and is now the Secretary of State in East Timor. Beth said
that this former student was an inspiration to all our students and
she was looking forward to meeting him later in the term.

President's Report Geoff Lumley thanked everyone for the
contribution to last year's Cooperation Day Cooperation Day was
very successful and hopes that the same support will be given at
this year's school Cooperation Day.

SRC Report: presented by Dara, Steven and Wendy

The SRC was engaged in sorting out their procedures for officially
running their Student Representative Council meetings. They
already had two meeting on this issue. The SRC was also involved
in the Tsunami Disaster Appeal. They had so far raised $194 from
the canteen charity bins and Valentine's Day rose sales. They were
also involved in other projects like “teacher's dare”. The SRC was
also planning to hold a school disco later in the term. The money
raised is to be forwarded to a sister school in Sri Lanka.

Forty-five students from CHS got university places at
various universities. Ten students from CHS got more than 90 UAI
in HSC. There were 120 students in Year 12 last year but only 90
attempted to gain a UAL The school is pleased with the students'
performances at the HSC.

Support replacing Yvette Goode who is retiring.

- Ms Godwin and the two school captains; Dara Ngor and the
deputy, Steven Wong, went to Canberra to attend a forum in Values in
Education. Beth spoke about the values at Cabramatta High School.
Dara Ngor also spoke on the issue and mentioned such values as
respect for teachers and how parents and teachers taught values at
Cabramatta High School.

- Another historic event happening at CHS will be the visit by
Australian Chamber Orchestra (ACO) on 30 March 2005. ACO will be
doing a live performance at our school with our school band, choir
and Rock Eisteddfod performers. The visit performance will be covered
by ABC TV for their 7.30 Report. The Department of Education as well
as other media will also be covering the ACO visit.

- In 2004 97 students sat for HSC and 9 students sat the HSC Life
Skills Exam. The school's retention rate (Year 10 to Year 12) was 75%
which is higher than the state average 0f 59% . HSC results are
reported in several ways: UAI, Value Added and Bands were the more
popular ways. Beth outlined the school results and mentioned that
students did very well in subjects like Economics, Advanced English,
Visual Arts, Mathematics Extension and Languages such as Khmer. The
UAI marks breakdown were as follows: 12 students got a UAI over 90
15 students got a UAI over 80. The above results show that about 27%
of students got a UAI of over 80% .

- Chris Solomon informed the meeting that our students did well
in HSC. The highest mark achieved by our student last year was 99.7.
37 students gained entry to further studies at the universities both city
and regional.

- Beth informed the parents that the school provided afternoon as
well as weekend tutorials, after school homework and study centre in
the school library, and lunch time tutorials.

- John Steinmetz emphasized on Quality Education Teaching and
Learning at CHS. When the HSC results came out at the end of last
year, teachers got together in their faculties and discussed their
students performance's in HSC.

- Beth then asked parents to discuss in groups how they could
assist their children to do better in their studies.

On the 30th March this year the Australian Chamber
Orchestra paid a visit to Cabramatta High School.

CHS has taken
advantage of this very generous offer
since about 1993 and many students
have benefitted from the experience
of hearing the ACO in live
performance.

Make sure they are studying and doing their
assignments as well as homework.
Encourage them to take up extra studying.

Be sensitive to their emotional needs.

Approximately 1l in 4 primary school students and 1 in 7 high school students in Australia have
asthma at some time. Although the prevalence of asthma is on the increase the severity is on the
decrease.

The three main symptoms ofasthma are:

= wheeze = shortness of breath/tightness in the chest = cough, particularly at night or after
exercise

There are many triggers or asthma attacks at school the most common being:

= viral infections (colds and flu) = inhaled allergens = emotions = some foods and food
additives = dust = pollens = smoke = exercise (EIA)

Up to 80% ofchildren with asthma may at some time develop symptoms related to exercise, but
exercise is important for all children. Therefore we should manage exercise appropriately by:

Firstly:

< Make sure your day to day asthma is under control — check with your doctor.
Then:

When you want to exercise or play sport:

< use your blue inhaler (eg. airomir, asmol, ventolin) or intal/tilade, 5— 10 minutes before you
warm up check with your doctor which inhaler is best for your asthma.

< always warm up before any sport or exercise. A warm up consists of15- 20 minutes of light
exercises and stretching.

< always carry your blue inhaler in case you need it

What if | get EIA during sport or exercise?

- stop exercising = use your blue reliever inhaler — 4 separate puffs = restart exercise only when

you are free of asthma symptoms and can breathe easily.
IFasthma symptoms do not go away or come back when you restart exercising:

= use your blue inhaler (as above) = do not return to sport/exercise = see your doctor for advice

It is important for children and young people with asthma to lead as normal a life as possible, not
miss too many days off school or be unable to exercise. Parents are encouraged to discuss any
concerns they have about their child's asthma and also the student's participation in sport while
attending school based activities.

An Asthma Friendly School should have the ©llowing:
= an asthma first aid Kit for use in emergencies — which includes a blue inhaler and a spacer

= acopy of Asthma First Aid (poster available from The Asthma Foundation) in prominent places
in the school

asthma education provided for all school staff

=« Medical Information provided to schools by parents include details of students asthma (stating
the student's asthma medications and sign of worsening asthma).
