Earlier this term C abramatta High S chool held a very
successful open day for Education Week. The school
was very pleased that forty parents came and found out
more about their child's learning. During the assembly
part of the day speeches were made and the parents
asked for a copy of my speech. I have included my
speech in the Principal' s message so that everyone has a
chance to hear about the reasons why I am proud to be
the Principal of C abramatta High S chool.

Principal's Education Day Speech

It is with great pride that I have been asked to speak
about some of the schools achievements and in
particular academic achievements. These are the things
that I always speak about when talking to my
colleagues, in discussions with other schools and even
when talking about how good our school is to family
and friends. Needless to say I am very proud of our
students and their achievements.

Every year there is an increasing amount of students
who are completing school and moving onto tertiary
education, both at university and TAFE . A significant
number of our students graduate with UAI scores above
90 and they achieve this through clear goals, hard work
and determination. Recently one of our students from
Year 1 2 last year came to school to share his success. He
is studying engineering at university and holding down
a job so that he is supporting his own studies. He is one
of many students who are successful. I continually
notice that our students have a great commitment to
education and a desire to do well. The other thing I
notice is that students from C abramatta High S chool
follow through with their education and courses when
many others lose focus.

The school works very hard to continually improve
teaching programs to make sure we are current and
offer the best possible education to students. Parents
and students can boast about the educational offerings
at C abramatta High S chool by telling others that we
have seven computer rooms with state of the art
facilities. The school also offers vocational courses so
that the students can gain both HS C and TAFE
qualifications at the same time. We have a broad
curriculum and offer six languages other than English.

C abramatta High S chool supports students who want
to do extra study to improve their education. I often see
teachers giving additional lessons to students in
holidays and at weekends. These lessons are given free
to the students. This also happens every afternoon of
the week for HS C students when they can have small
group tutoring. Two days a week the school library and
teachers help students with homework and extra

tutoring. All these programs are offered free to
C abramatta High S chool students.

The school offers twenty eight academic and sporting
scholarships each year to recognise excellence. These
are open to all students to apply. Another program that
the students can strive for is the Top 2 0 . In the senior
years twenty students are selected for enrichment
programs which include activities such as additional
learning excursions at weekends, a HS C lecture dinner
and additional subject tuition. In years seven to ten
students can be selected for Advanced Learning
Groups which undertake enrichment programs and
this year will participate in the Tournament of the
Minds. Every student can participate in the S tate
academic competitions offered at the school. We also
offer a s ignificant number of programs for students
who have difficulty in learning and this was recognised
by a S tate award as being excellent. Included here is
our award winning IEC and our well known S upport
Unit.

One of the most impressive things about C abramatta
High S chool is the quality of the teachers. Many of the
staff are very experienced and some have stayed in the
school for up to thirty years which shows true
dedication. There are those who hold the title of
Doctor, university and TAFE lecturers and those who
have been consultants to the Department of Education.
Many of the teachers hold more than one university
qualification. There are a high percentage of teachers
who are HS C and S C markers and teachers who are in
charge of marking and even write these S tate
examinations. A number of the teaching staff have had
work published and are authors of educational texts.

There are many ways that I know that the students are
successful and the school is excellent. We have
amongst our past students elite sports people, directors
of large companies, successful business people and
Australian Ambassadors living overseas. The school
attracts international students and currently there are
twenty nine international students who have chosen
our school as a place of learning. Many C abramatta
High S chool students achieve awards and are
recognised for their excellence.

I find many reasons to be proud of C abramatta High
S chool and hope that I have highlighted some reasons
why you too can be proud of the school.

During peer support
students are mentored by Year 1 1 students who

lead them through team building, communication,
self-esteem and interpersonal skills activities.

*  1 8 students are participating in the NRMA
push-cart challenge where students work together
in teams to design and construct a push-cart which
they will race in a push-cart challenge.

*  Year 7 have been divided into 1 4 teams. The
teams are made up of mixed gender and the teams
compete in individual and group activities with
the aim of earning points for their teams, while
getting to meet new people and make new friends.
The current leading team is team 7 – ‘ 1 3 mini
people'.

*  S tudents participated in the schools '
swimming and cross country carnivals with
outstanding results. S unny Ly, Anna Ly, Jessica
C hea, Annie Phung, Joe Borsellino, Jeremy O rrego
and Ercan Gulden were placed in the top 3 in their
races at the school swimming carnival and went
on to represent the school at the Bernera Zone
S wimming C arnival. Twenty-six year 7 students
came in the top 1 0 for their age group at the
schools cross country carnival and went to the
zone carnival.

Mobile phones
are not to be used during class, in assemblies, in examinations or at
any time when instruction is being given, eg: fire drills, outdoor
carnivals, traveling on excursions.

•  I-Pods, MP3 players and personal music players are not appropriate
devices to use during class time or at any time when instruction is
being given. Teachers have the power to confiscate them and send them
to be stored in the front office safe.

•  Cameras and mobile phones with camera capacity are not to be used or
taken into exam rooms, for school security reasons. Memory sticks or
personal organisers can be used by students for legitimate school work
reasons and are only to be confiscated by staff if they have evidence of
them being used inappropriately.

•  Use of personal computers (PCs) or the internet: Each student has the
responsibility to use these technologies appropriately. Students found to
be accessing or sending inappropriate material will be sent to the Head
Teacher Administration and thence to the relevant Deputy Principal. In
some cases, students who are found to be defaming or bullying others
electronically, suspensions will ensue.

Literacy is an ongoing focus at C abramatta
High S chool. Recent ELLA results were
pleasing, in particular the growth and
improvement of Year 8 .

As part of the whole school literacy target
initiative, a group of teachers from different
KLA areas were involved in a Media Literacy
Project in conjunction with the S ydney
Morning Herald and the Department of
Education.

This involved these teachers using the
S ydney Morning Herald and the S un Herald
newspapers as a resource in the classroom
with selected classes from Year 7 and 8 . A
variety of literacy strategies were used, with
a focus on improving students' vocabulary,

reading and writing skills and general
knowledge of current affairs. A display
was included during Education Week to
inform parents and encourage the use of
newspapers at home.

Teachers involved found that students
enjoyed this opportunity to be able to
interact and use this text as part of their
learning in the classroom. Newspapers are
a valuable resource and promote the
understanding of recent local and global
events and this supports access to the
curriculum. We hope that students have
gained valuable knowledge from this
experience.
