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behave responsibly and are treated with respect.
- Schools are among the safest places anywhere in the community.

- Students are commended for showing genuine concern for the welfare of their friends
and others. Students who share information with staff allow help to be provided to
peers who are involved in or considering criminal behaviour.

- Students have often played a key role in preventing crimes and their consequences.

- Unacceptable behaviour can have significant consequences. It is important you are
aware of these consequences.

- If students use the internet, emails or mobile phones in a way that is offensive, harassing
or menacing, this is a serious crime with heavy penalties, including imprisonment.

- If students use mobile phones to film criminal behaviour that they or their friends are
engaged in and then share the film with other people or post it on the internet, it is
itself a criminal offence.

- Ifa student witnesses a crime and records images ofa crime on a mobile phone or
cameras they should give it to the police as soon as possible.

- Having a gun, including a fake gun that looks real, is a serious crime with heavy
penalties.

- Having knives or other items that can be used as weapons without a good reason, is also
illegal.

- Encouraging other people to commit a crime is itselfa crime.

- Being present as part of a group while a crime is being committed by others in the group

can lead to all of those present being charged, even when some of those in the group did
not engage in the specific act of the crime.

- Just because you are a school student does not mean you cannot be held responsible for
a crime. Nor does the fact that you are playing a prank or a trick. You can still be
punished as a criminal.

- Pranks, particularly if they involve the use of fake weapons, can be very serious in ways
that you may not intend. If another person believes that the weapon is real, they could
suffer serious harm, such as a heart attack and you could be punished as a criminal.

- If you are found guilty ofa serious criminal offence it could have a big effect on your
future life — it could affect your work prospects, or restrict your right to travel to some
places.

- All students must report to the principal, teachers, the police or other responsible adults
any criminal behaviour that they see or that they know is being planned by others. You
should not see reporting a crime as “dobbing in a mate’- such action may in fact save
someone's life or prevent serious injury or damage from occurring.

It is mandatory that students carrying out practical activities involving chemicals or equipment in

schools wear enclosed leather otwear. Sandals, open footwear, ballet shoes, high heeled shoes or

joggers made of fabric must not be worn in workshop areas or laboratories.

Basically, the PPE requirement is a condition of entry into the workshop or laboratory and was
developed by undertaking a risk management exercise. Parents are advised to buy the correct school
footwear for their children. Only a medical certificate is acceptable for exemption, however students and

parents need to re-evaluate participating in the subject in such a circumstance.

(Australian Standard, AS2210 provides information on the suitability of footwear.)

« The SRC reported on “Wells for Cambodia” fundraising drive in
the school. SRC ran a lunch stall at school and donated $999.

< SRC has bought new lockers for students. Students have to pay
$20 for using them, $10 towards key deposit which is refundable
upon return of key and $10 for a year's use of the lockers

PRINCIPAL'S REPORT

< Peace Garden extension. The peace garden will extend the whole
length of the Art building and include: a shelter area with a
talking circle; the river and path extending; more plants; a water
feature; possibly a herb section; hopefully a stage area. Work has
already begun with the kind help of Mission Australia. Optus will

be joining us to plant and mulch the garden. The opening will
be on the 9th of November and will coincide with the annual
Peace Day.

< We will be creating a Remembrance Garden at the front of the
school to honour students and staff who have passed on and to
create a beautiful entrance to the school. If parents would like to
donate plants or their skills in these ventures they would be
greatly welcomed.

< Wells for Cambodia. The student action groups and staff at the
school have joined to raise money to build wells for fresh water
in Cambodian Schools. We have so far raised $1532.70. The next
event will be a community dinner on the 23rd November. A
huge thankyou to the parents and community members who
came to the school to create a staff lunch, which alone raised
$600.

« The school has established a student service club called LEOS
which is affiliated with LIONS. They have completed the care
packages for farmers' project. This involved creating care
packages of bathroom goods, packing them and sending them to
farmers across NSW who are in need of help.

< The school has joined with five other local schools to undertake
a media strategy. This is sponsored by DET. A professional photo
shoot was held this week and some parents, staff and students
were involved. The result will be the creation of a group of
schools brochure, a school banner, paid media advertisements
and group activities.

< Twelve gifted and talented students from each of the
participating schools are joining to have a mind challenge day.
The schools we have joined with for this project are: Canley
Vale High School, Cabramatta Public School, Cabramatta West
Public School, Canley Vale Public School and Lansvale Public
School.

« Our predicted enrolment numbers were sent to DET last
Wednesday The Year 7 enrolments have now reached 200. The
total school enrolment for the start of 2008 is predicted to be
1235. Our current enrolment is 1150. There has been an increase
in international students as well as students from the local area.

< We are doing a number of activities with the Commonwealth
Bank and this is continuing. A project that we will be doing
soon involves showing students how to prepare resumes and
present themselves in interviews. This is to help them prepare
for the world of work.

< 2007 Rock Eisteddfod Challenge: This year our students
presented a performance based on road safety and the problems
associated with drag racing.
