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Science At Cabra

This year has been a very busy period in the Science
Department. Check out what they have been up to!!!

Assessments — all students in all years have a list of
dates for assesssments and how much each task is
worth. This information is very useful for parents
who wish to track their child's progress throughout
the year, assisting them to prioritise time to ensure the
successful completion of each task on time.

Science By Doing — Cabramatta High was one of
two schools in NSW asked to participate in a national
pilot program in conjunction with the Australian
National University and the Academy of Science. The
program involved students being exposed to more
hands on exploratory learning opportunities. Students
provided feedback to the program which has been
successful, next year funding will continue. Part of
this approach is “Concept Mediation” which helps
students to clarify misconceptions in their
understanding of science, in turn improving their
learning outcomes.

Brain Bee — Duyen Duong of Year 10 was very
successful in participating in the Australian Brain Bee
competition. (An exam on Neuroscience — the science
of the brain and nervous system.) It was a very
difficult exam, comparable to university level tests.
She placed in the top six percent in the state, making
it to the second round of completion.

Science Competition — Students who undertook
the Science competition (run by the University of
NSW) also did extremely well, twenty-five students
got certificates of participation, eighteen students
received a credit and four students received a
distinction. Science competitions are useful as a sign
of achievement when applying for scholarships to
universities.

Chemistry Competition — Students entered into
the Chemistry competition run by Mr Vel and Mrs
Kuruvilla. We are waiting to hear the results!
Thankyou to those students who always strive to
achieve in Chemistry. We look forward to your results.

NSW Schools Titration Competition — Mrs Singh
took twelve students to attend the Titration
Competition, run by the Royal Australian Chemical
institute. This exposes students to important chemical
skills and develops their confidence in the study of
chemistry.

Science EXPOse Competition — Mrs Jeyakumar
organised for the following students to attend a
meeting with scientists at the University of NSW.

The students interviewed the scientists and wrote
essays or developed a multimedia presentation for the
competition. We are awaiting news of their results
and wish them well in their efforts. Thankyou to
Professor Phil Hogg, Dennis Wakefield and Professor
Levon Khachigian for giving their time to talk to our
students and to Mrs Jeyakumar for organising this
opportunity.

OHS Chemical Storage — The Science Department
has updated the storage procedures for storing
chemicals. This was a huge task, as the new storage
area was previously an equipment storage area, but it
greatly improves working conditions for staff and
students in the long term.

Flying Fox Rehabilitation Enclosure — The
Science Department has been involved in helping the
planning of a release aviary for Flying Foxes, the
enclosure will be completed by December in 2008.
This helps to educate students about the local
environment, endangered species and the importance
of biodiversity

Chinese Teacher Delegation — a group of teachers
from China visited our school in order to observe
some science lessons and get information about
teaching science in Australia.

Greenday Activities — the Science Department
worked with students on this day to gain pride in our
learning environment at Cabramatta. We improved
classrooms, surrounding gardens and planted over
100 trees!

Biology to Bicentennial Park — Year 11
Preliminary Biology students went to Sydney
Olympic Park to experience life hands-on active
science fieldwork using technological devices to
measure wind speed, salinity, humidity and oxygen
saturation in the environment. This helped students
to understand theory and put it into a real world
context as a research scientist.

50th Anniversary Celebrations - Professor
Heckenburg — A former student of Cabramatta High,
now Physist, Professor Heckenburg generously gave
his time to talk to our Year 11 and 12 physics students
about the latest developments in his research.
Meeting a real life scientist was a great opportunity

for our students.

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Youth Action Day

On Saturday September 13th 2008, Vicky Ly, Monica
Phan, Christine Nguyen, Danny Rauv, Adam Urbancic
and Peter Chau, along with Mr Trainor and Ms
Shafi-Beigli, went on an excursion to Micah Challenge
(Make Poverty History) Youth Action Day at
Thornleigh.

The day included workshops on politics and poverty,
art, lifestyle choices, dance, inspirational teaching and
simulations. Each workshop ran for about 40
minutes. In the first workshop, students learnt about
sustainable living. Basically, living simply so other
people can simply live. Some ideas were: showering
for a maximum of 4 minutes; changing light bulbs to
energy saving bulbs; using a compost bin; and
attaching water savers to your tap — just to name a few
We found out that you can ask Sydney Water to do
this for your entire house for only $22!

Lunchtime was an interesting experience. We were
given rice and dhal (an Indian vegetarian dish) with
yoghurt and tomato served on a bamboo plate We
were told that in poorer countries they would have
only been able to eat one or the other. To have both
would be for a special occasion. The girls and boys
were separated and were told to line up by age. The
men were served first (oldest—youngest) and then
when they had all got their food the women were
then able to get their food. This was to remind us that
in most countries around the world this was how life
was and that even today some women are being
treated as second class citizens. Everyone had to take
off their shoes before sitting down on a mat to eat.
Many people around the world sit on mats to eat their
food.

After lunch, we played a simulation game where each
student received a piece of paper in a different
language describing a character and they had to
pretend to be that character There were about five
tables to which they had to go to apply for things
such things as: education; a bank account; and social
security The aim was to apply at all the five tables.
Some people had forms in other languages so they
couldn't understand and therefore were unsuccessful
in their applications. This showed us how difficult life
is for people who start new lives in other countries.

The next workshops were dance and art workshops.
Cabramatta High School students attended the Dance
workshop. We were a taught a dance routine which
was about those in poverty In one part of the dance
we had to act as if we were in a dumpster looking for
food.

The last workshop was led by Mr Trainor and Ms
Shafi-Beigli and they talked about poverty and taught

It means “English as a Second Language”
What does LBOTE mean?

It means “Language Backgrounds Other
Than English”

How many students at Cabramatta
High School come from a LBOTE
background?

On the 30th dune this year there were
1,067 students in the high school. OF
those, 1,032 come Fom language
backgrounds other than English. Ifyou
look at the fgure as a percentage, it is
96.72%.

Is that a high percentage in NSW?

Yes, Cabramatta High School has one oF
the largest LBOTE populationsin all oF
NSW. Fairfeld High School is the only
school that has similar numbers.

How many LBOTE students at
Cabramatta H.S. have been in an
Australia school for one year, or less?

In dune, there were 37 students enrolled
in the high school who have been in an
Australian school Br less than a year.
Most ofthese students are International
Students, who do a 20 week English
course bebre entering high school.

How many LBOTE students then
have been in an Australian school for
between 1 to 3 years?

There are 140 students in this group
Many have come through the Intensive
English Centre into the high school, while
others are International Students.

Well, what about the rest?

142 students have been in an Australian
school Br between 3 to 7 years, while 713
LBOTE students have been in a school Br

What does all this mean for the
school?

When the Department ofEducation looks
at these fgures it decides how many ESL
(English as a Second Language) teachers
the school is allocated. This year there were
6.2 teachers appointed to teach ESL.

Where do these teachers work?

ESL teachers currently teach parallel
English classes. Cabramatta HS has a
strong tradition ofofEring the HSC
English (ESL) course to students. There are
currently three classes studying Br the
HSC and it is expected that these students
will achieve excellent marks in their
upcoming HSC exams. ESL teachers also
support students in other subject areas.
This year team teaching occurs in HSIE,
Science, Maths, PDHPE, Visual Arts and
Music.

What experience do these teachers
have?

O Tthe 6.2 teachers, Bur are experienced
HSC markers; this includes pilot markers
and a Senior Marker. As well, a number
have written units ofwork Hr the
Department ofEducation, contributed to
HSC Study Guides and inserviced at State
level other teachers.

Do ESL students achieve great results?

Yes, they do. It is interesting to note that
in the last £w years the school DUX
(highest achieving student) has been an
ESL student on two occasions. They have
achieved this while doing the HSC English
(ESL) course.
