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The school is currently experiencing some
exciting developments in relation to facilities and
funding from both the State and Federal
Governments.

Federal funding

Computer laptops for student use will soon be in
schools and be available to support student
learning. There will be an additional staff member
to administer the use of these computers.

There will also be some building works
happening in the school including the installation
of a hospitality bay This will help the curriculum
delivery in hospitality

The school has submitted a request for one of the
toilet blocks to be renovated. This will make the
student toilets more modern and pleasant for
them to use.

We are hoping to get more internal painting done
for the classrooms. This will make the learning
environment more pleasant for both teachers and

students.

The school was also successful in applying for a
Federal environment grant to get rainwater tanks

and these are now installed in the school.

Cabramatta HS has an Anti-Bullying Policy.
The school is proactive in ensuring strategies are
in place to help students recognise and prevent
bullying.

Bullying is a complex issue: it can be deliberately
hurtful (physical or psychological) and repeated
over time. It is a very difficult thing for the
person being bullied to defend himself/herself
because there is a power imbalance. It is more
than everyday conflict.

At school we define bullying as deliberately hurting
others with words or actions.

At school we focus on skills that will help your child
identify, cope with and prevent bullying. We
include strategies to help students resolve
conflict peacefully, avoid bullying situations and
encourage kindness to others.

Symptoms of children who are being bullied:
not wanting to go to school or truanting school

coming home with cuts and bruises or torn
clothes

being moody and bad-tempered
doing less well at school
anxious, worried, distressed
quiet and withdrawn

difficulty sleeping

What students should do iFfthey are being
bullied:

Avoid the bully, try not to see the bully alone — it
feels safer if you have other people around for
support

Ignore the bully and walk away Fighting back
may only make the situation worse and you
might get hurt or be blamed for starting the
trouble.

If the bully tries to stop or block you, be firm
and clear — look them in the eye and tell them to
stop

Don't keep the bullying a secret — tell a friend
you trust, your parents, your Year Adviser, a
teacher or the School Counsellor. It's OK to ask
for help when you need it.

Stay calm and try not to act upset or angry. This
is probably what the person bullying wants you
to do.

Forget about the bullying by doing something
you enjoy

What parents can do.

If you suspect your child is a victim of bullying,
please:

Ask your child a few simple questions — What
did they do at lunchtime today? — Is there any
lesson at school, they don't like and why? — Is
there anyone at school they don't like and why?
— Are they looking forward to going to school
tomorrow?

Contact your child's Year Adviser and they will
liaise with the Counsellor, the Head Teacher
Welfare and the Deputy Principal and address
your concerns.

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Helping Children Cope with the

Global Recession

The global recession is making
headlines in the press everyday. It has
been estimated that unemployment in
Australia will rise from 4.5% to 6%
this year (2009). Children can
experience a lot of anxiety and fear
when they hear these kinds of
headlines in the news. Here are some
basic tips on how parents can lighten
the load for their children:

Reassure

The most important thing parents can do is
reassure their children that everything will be
alright and that it's their role as parents to look
after these issues. Children, even teenagers, look
to parents to know that they will be provided for
and to make sure their parents have things under
control. However it is not always easy to sound
confident when you are worried about the
future.

Open Communication

It is alright to let your child know you're
frustrated about the situation; however it is
important to make sure you make it clear you're
dealing with it.

Remember - you're the Adult

Above all, don't look to your Kkids for reassurance
or comfort. As a parent, your job is to
communicate that you're working on finding
solutions. In situations like this, children of all
ages need to know that even if things are difficult
now, you will do your best to work things out in
the long run.

Don't lean on children for support. Sometimes
this can be tempting, especially for older
children and for single parents. Find support
elsewhere — friends, family or professionals (like
Parent Line counsellors etc)

Show them that you are in
control oFfthe situation

Make sure your children understand that you are
doing everything to make things better. Be
prepared to make the hard decisions without
including the children.

Help Them See the Benefits

Help your children see it's not all bad. You may
be home more, for instance, or able to spend
more time with them. Or you may have the
opportunity to find something you really love to
do. You can tell children you will try to minimise
what they have to give up but also you can
remind them that you can have fun doing less
expensive things.

Ask Questions

Listen to your children and watch their
behaviour. Let your child know they can
approach you with concerns or questions any
time. Also tell them you keep them informed as
the situation changes.

Let Them Help

Many children see themselves as part of the
family “team”. If they want to contribute, you can
ask them for ideas on what can be cut back. For
example, ask them for ideas on cheaper family
holidays, activities and meals etc.

Put It in Context

Remind your child that lots of people are going
through the same thing. They'll feel better
knowing they and their parents are not alone.
