The visit was part of their Australian
Tour of Duty and gave the school an opportunity to
congratulate them on their contributions.

We were also very lucky to have members from the
Commonwealth Bank with us today who nominated us for this
very special visit.
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Term Two has been an excel-
lent one for Cabramatta High
School. The building renova-
tions and technology upgrades
have begun and we have
moved back into the Science
and HSIE rooms. These rooms
all have iInteractive white-
boards as part of the school's
focus to provide up-to-date
technology to support quality
teaching. As more Dbuildings
are renovated or built the
school will continue to pur-
chase interactive whiteboards
to increase technology access
for students.

Year 9 has received their lap-
tops and more of the school
has been connected to wire-
less capability Once again the
technology is used to enhance
learning and we appreciate
parents monitoring the laptop
use at home Cyber bullying
and misuse of the technology
Is taken very seriously by the
school and we continually ad-
vise students on the correct

use of computers and the in-
ternet. A group of students led
by Ms Nguyen in Languages
participated in a National Advi-
sory Group about cyber bul-
lying and represented young
people at a summit in Can-
berra about this issue.

Student safety as they arrive
and depart school is a focus of
the school community One
way to relieve the congestion
in Aladore Ave, Sussex St and
Grace Ave is to drop students
off for school one or two
streets away. A few extra steps
for the students will help ease
the congestion and create safer
roads for all.

The school building project is
well underway and in the re-
cently delivered state budget
the school was funded to com-
plete stage two of the school
plans. This will mean that the
eight new buildings and all ex-
iIsting classrooms being refur-
bished will be happening.
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Another exciting development
for the school is the National
Partnership program. The
school will receive money
from the Federal Government
over the next four years to put
INn place strategies designed to
improve students learning out-
comes. Itis expected that there
will be new ideas and ap-
proaches taken in education.
We are currently undertaking
the needs analysis before de-
veloping these plans and will
be asking some parents and
students to complete surveys
to help establish the school
needs. Our wonderful School
Council has already partici-
pated in this and have given
some excellent direction for
the school.

1. Incentives to attract high
performing teachers and prin-
cipals.

2. Adoption of best practice
performance management and
staffing arrangements that ar-
ticulate a clear role for princi-
pals.

3. School operational arrange-
ments that encourage innova-
tion and flexibility.

PRINCIPAL' S REPORT: Presented by Mrs
Janice Gooden

The school has finalised the subjects
and staffing for 2010. Mr Erskine and
Mrs Nguyen have been appointed as
Head Teachers.

We have been able to offer a broad
curriculum this year which includes
senior drama, music, retail operations
and software design.

During 2010 the National Curriculum
will be released.

Twenty Year 10 students have been
selected to be mentored by Ernst and
Young to undertake an environmental
project.

We have tried a new supplier this
year in an attempt to bring down the
prices of the school uniform and to
modernise the PE / Sport uniform. As
this is a new company we welcome
feedback.

We have a number of Community
Liaison Officers at the school and they
are here to provide a service to the
parents and families. One of the things
they can do is organise workshops and
learning for parents.

In the last school holidays one of our
students was riding his bike and was hit

by a car. He was wearing a helmet and
this probably saved his life. He is now
back at school. This accident serves as
a very good reminder to us all that
children and adults riding bikes should
wear a helmet.

It is also a good time to remind all
parents and caregivers not to drive onto
the school grounds to drop off or pick
up their child at the start or end of the
day. Extra cars in the school grounds
create a dangerous environment for the
students as they use the car parks to
walk into the school grounds.

STREET TEAM — Angelo Tsangarides

Angelo informed parents of the work
being done by Cabramatta Street team.
The Street Team works with young
people aged from 12-18 with issues such
as homelessness, drug use and
addiction in the Cabramatta /

Liverpool / Fairfield local area. The
Department of Community Services
(DOCS) now deal with ‘risks of
significant harm'. Issues where risk is
low is now referred to other
government agencies such as the Street
Team. Referral comes through
telephone helpline, police and parents.

CabraMatters! -
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NAPLAN: NAPLAN is a great
diagnostic tool that shows schools and
parents children's strengths and areas
that they need to improve. Years 7 and 9
are involved and later this year parents
will receive a report about their child's
performance. The school then will use
the information to decide on resourcing
and programming across the school in
literacy and numeracy.

Building progress: | am pleased to
report that the science laboratories in
one building have been refurbished and
are now being used. Two more
buildings are close to completion. The
new football field and basketball courts
begin this term.

National Partnerships. The Federal
Government initiative that will provide
money to the school next year is called
National Partnerships. National
Partnership program is to help schools
in low socio economic areas transform
education to address their needs. It is to
improve education for students in the
areas of literacy and numeracy. It is also
to help students move to further
education and employment. There are
six action areas to improve teaching and
learning. The school will receive
$1 million each year for 4 years. There
will be strong accountability for the use
of the money to improve schooling.

This program is very exciting and over
the next few years if we combine the

total building projects of building over 8
new buildings, renovating all existing
buildings and increasing technology
across the school then it is a very
exciting time to be at Cabramatta High
School.

NAPLAN RESULTS ANALYSIS — J Gooden

Mrs Gooden discussed Cabramatta High
School's performance in literacy and
numeracy of Year 7 and 9 students in
the 2009 NAPLAN test.

Literacy: It was mentioned that the
2009 result illustrated that Cabramatta
High School was performing well in the
middle bands (i.e. band 3 and 4) but
below State average in the higher bands.
This indicated that literacy was an
important setback to most of the
students in Years 7 and 9.

Numeracy: NAPLAN result indicated
that students at Cabramatta High School
were performing better in numeracy
than in literacy.
