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Cabramatta High School offers a significant number of opportunities
for students to demonstrate their personal best and experience a
wide range oflearning environments. There are mentoring programs
running for Year 9 in the areas of literacy and goal setting where
adults from the business world volunteer to help students
individually over a number of months. Twenty-four Year 10 students
are participating in a team mentoring program to learn about
business plans and communication. Some Year 12 business studies
students are also being mentored by a business team from the
Commonwealth Bank who are helping them with case studies and
advice from a real business perspective.

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The transition to high school can be a scary time for
students, especially for students who come from small
primary schools. This transition therefore needs to be
handled delicately to minimise the anxiety that students
may experience.

At Cabramatta High School we have implemented a
number of activities and programs, including the Peer
Support Program, to be effective in reducing anxiety felt
by students making the transition to high school In
second week of first term the Peer Support Program
commenced for Year 7

A group of Year 10 students were provided with the
necessary training and tools needed to deliver the Peer
Support sessions to the newly arrived Year 7 students. A
day prior to the scheduled first session, the leaders met
with the facilitator Mr M. Omar and with Ms M. King and
ran through a number of points. The leaders were given a
list of the students who would be in their group for the
next two terms and a question and answer session
followed.

On the day of the first session, and every subsequent
Peer Support session, the Year 7 cohort gathered in their
groups at their allocated area with their Year 10 leaders.
The sessions were conducted over two terms. They
began in Week 2 of Term 1 and went through to the end
of Term 2.
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Each session ran for the duration of a lesson of 50
minutes. Furthermore, the program provided the Year 7
students with another support person within the school.
Following each of the Peer Support sessions, usually at
the end of the day or during lunch on the following day,
the Ileaders met with the facilitating teacher for a
debriefing session. During these sessions, the Peer
Support leaders took the Year 7 students through the
different activities, which provided students with a
supportive learning environment in which to develop
their skills, understandings, attitudes and strategies to
improve mental wellbeing in addition to developing key
skills in resilience, assertiveness, decision making,
problem solving and leadership.

Finally, | would like to thank all the Year 10 Peer Support
Leaders and supervising teachers who made this program
a huge success.
